Amanda Cather and Claire Kozower spoke.  They are seeking approval for an irrigation system at Lyman field.  It will run maximum of 24 weeks of the year.  Maximum 8 hours a week. Million gallons a year.

Noise impact: pump not louder than tractors.  It would not contribute negatively to neighborhood.
The spills would stay in, lined with palate of roofing material.  They would bring fuel to it each time.  It runs on four hours on fuel tank of gas.  

The pump would be located in an accessible place and portable.

The commission granted permission for the pump and requested a drafted letter for the commission to sign from Waltham Fields.

Mr. Doyle requested for a gauge to be added to see how much water is used for the year.

Ms. Struz requested a map where the pump would be located.

Also, requested a letter from Charles River Association if possible.

Motion made to resume with Bartlett tree made by Mr. Keleher and seconded by Mrs. Fowler.
