SUMMER PROGRAM FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

| PUT MY PARTICIPANTS NAME ON THE WAITLIST
WHEN WILL | HEAR BACK?

If space in a program becomes available you will be nofified
via email and phone call. This can happen up until the
Wednesday before the program begins.

DO | NEED TO COMPLETE ADDITIONAL FORMS?

Yes. If you are participating in our programs for the first time,
we must receive proof of your participants date of birth in
addition to proof of residency. If your child requires special
accommodations, please note them during registration. Feel
free to contact the Recreation Office to further discuss your
child’s needs. If your child will be receiving medication
during program hours, strict policies and procedures are in
place relative to your Authorization to Administer medications
by personnel. An Authorization to Administer form must be
completed and returned to our office.

CAN | REGISTER MY PARTICIPANT FOR A PROGRAM
OUT OF THEIR AGE/GRADE RANGE?

No, if your particpant is not age appropriate for the program
they are enrolled in, they will be withdrawn, charged a $10
administrative fee, and a credit on account will be applied.

WHO ARE THE STAFF THAT WILL BE WITH MY
PARTICIPANT?

Each “in house program” includes a Recreation Supervisor,
an Assistant Director, and seasonal program instructors of
high school and college age. Everyone completes staff
training and is CPR/First Aid/AED certified. Staff also have
the necessary skill and enthusiasm to work with children.

WHAT SHOULD | SEND WITH MY PARTICIPANT?

Please be sure to wear sneakers/closed toe shoes. Always
apply sunscreen before arrival and send some in case. Bring
plenty of water, a healthy snack, and a lunch. We are
unable fo refrigerate lunches, so please send yours with a
cold pack. For programs that specify waterplay, bring a pair
of slip on shoes. It is easiest if children wear their swimsuits to
programs. Changing facilities are not available. Don't forget
your towel!

CAN MY PARTICIPANT BRING TOYS OR ELECTRONICS
FROM HOME?
Please leave all toys and electronics at home.

Outdoor sports programs may also be moved. This will be
posted on our social media accounts and website.

Teen Tripz participants are taken on day trips via recreation
van. Kaleidoscope participants are taken on day trips via
school bus. Our staff is well trained for day trips. Although
we appreciate parental involvement, we kindly request that
only our staff accompany program participants on day trips.
