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Case No. 2019-20:  Broadstone Winter Street Alliance, LLC, 305 Winter Street - Comprehensive Permit.
BARBARA RANDO, CHAIR:  Would the Clerk please read the petition in Case 2019-20?
MARK HICKERNELL: (The Clerk reads the above-mentioned petition into the record.  See Attached.) 
BARBARA RANDO, CHAIR:  Thank you.

Tonight we are here, what is in front of us is an extension of time on this case.  And they would like to extend the time to March 31, 2020, or the meeting will be March 31, 2020.
ATTORNEY MICHELLE LEARNED:  And the time extends to April 2nd.

MARK HICKERNELL:  Attorney Learned, is there anything you wanted to say to us about the case tonight? 
BARBARA RANDO, CHAIR:  Well, not necessarily when we’re the only ones here, but if you have something that you want to say, you can certainly say it.
ATTORNEY MICHELLE LEARNED:  Yeah, just quickly, I wanted to let the record reflect that there had been an error in the initial advertisement saying that it was an industrial zone.  It’s not.  It’s a limited commercial zone.  The Applicant has stated that on the record.  And I just want anyone who is watching as well to know that this is in a limited commercial zone.
Part of the reason for the request for the extension by the Applicant is we had a productive meeting on March 2nd, so just on Monday, with respect to trying to iron out issues related to water, sewer, drainage.  And so the city engineer and the engineers for the Applicant side were finally in a room discussing proposed methods of solving some of those problems.  There are alternatives that were provided.
I do believe that a copy of Steve Casazza’s analysis of the eight-story proposal was provided to the Board.  A copy was provided to the other side.  It really just reduces what that March 2nd meeting was all about.

And so just for everyone who is watching and for the Board to know, that was really what prompted the request for an extension of time.

BARBARA RANDO, CHAIR:  All right.

MARK HICKERNELL:  Thank you for all your efforts on the case.  And thanks to both the parties for working to narrow the differences.
BARBARA RANDO, CHAIR:  Is everyone all set?
JOHN SERGI:  I’m all set, Madam Chair.

BARBARA RANDO, CHAIR:  All right then. One more motion is in order.

JOHN SERGI:  Motion to adjourn, Madam Chair.
