Applicant: Steve Casazza

Property Location: Beaver Street Culvert
Steve Casazza, City of Waltham Engineer, stated that the project was completed last spring.  The project engineer submitted a letter to the City stating that the project was built to plan.

Notice of Intent: DEP File # 316-703
Applicant: Hobbs Brook Management, LLC
Property Location: 404 Wyman Street
Project Type: Removal of crushed stone and sediment that washed into a Bordering Vegetated Wetland and drainage channel, and associated buffer zone.
Phil Moser recused himself due to a potential conflict of interest.

Jim White, H. W. Moore Associates, represented the Applicant.  At their previous hearing, they presented a plan that showed where sediment washed into the wetlands on Wyman Street.  The plan has been updated to reflect comments made at the site visit to show the revised wetlands replication area and how they will access the stone better, they clarified the limits of the work and where the stone is going, as well as the limits of disturbance.  They also clarified how they will finish the area off with vegetation. They will stabilize the site this year and plant vegetation next year.  Mr. Baker confirmed that they will not be doing any gravel removal this fall.  Mr. White stated that it is too late in the year to establish vegetation, therefore they will not be starting the project until the spring.  Curtis Young, Wetlands Preservation, Inc., noted that they will put in the erosion controls now to stop the materials from moving.  They will put in double rows of hay bales to hold back the sediment.  There is a 30” diameter pipe that comes out of the shoot.  Outlet pipes are at the edge of the wetlands.  Chairman Doyle would be OK if they would create rock berms and sediment forebays that encroach into the wetlands.  Mr. Young agreed it would break up the flow, disperse it a bit and knock off some of the velocity so that it isn’t as erosive.  Mr. Dufromont would like the Commission to be contacted once the barriers are up.  Mrs. Fowler asked how they plan on getting the wood mats in the back.  Mr. Young stated that they will come off the driveway, lay the first one down, back out, lay down a pallet, then a backhoe will back them in.

Project Type: Pedestrian walkway

Giuliana DiMambro, Boston Properties, stated that based on conversations with the Commissioners and the neighbors at the site visit, they will be slightly revising their proposal.  There are two spruce trees, one ash, and two pin oak trees which they have decided to leave intact.  They will limb them up and do some selective pruning.  They would like to continue to take down the cedar tree which is in the easement area and it’s in an area where they will be doing substantial landscaping.  Mrs. Fowler confirmed that they are making a pedestrian walkway connecting 1601 Trapelo Road to 170 Tracer Lane.  Louise Butler, 1625 Trapelo Road, asked if the cedar tree could be relocated.  Mr. Dufromont stated there is a substantial cost and it would cause issues in the area where they are digging.
